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The DUO FRANCOIS combines the extraordinary gifts of Canadian Violinist
Ronald Francois and Mexican Pianist Silvana Santinelli. The energetic
ensemble has quickly become well known and sought after for their dynamic
performances. The Duo brings together two internationally acclaimed
soloists and chamber musicians, who combine charisma, musical command,
synchronicity and virtuosity.

RON FRANCOIS has performed in venues across the United States, Canada,
Europe and Mexico as a soloist, chamber musician and orchestral player. His
performances have consistently won the acclaim of notable musicians. "...A
fantastic violinist...a big talent," said Abram Shtern, concertmaster of the Kiev
State Opera and Professor at the Kiev Conservatory. Ron’s playing is "
extremely musical. Francois plays with great sensitivity and warmth," declared
concert violinist Daniel Heifetz. "...A wonderful musician...sensitive ensemble
player and a briliant violinist," said Michael Tree from the Guarneri String
Quartet.
