Please find attached two documents pertaining to Post-Fall Break planning. The Word document is a
revised version of the one we discussed with the PPT and provides the context and outlines our
approach. The Excel document operationalizes the part of the plan where you and your units help
decide what buildings need special care, either by restricted access or extending time it is open.
Essentially, if you plan to have a college-controlled building unlocked from 8-5 and there’s no special
restrictions, there’ nothing you have to do b/c that is the default. Let me know if additional
explanation is needed; if not, please return by noon, November 11 (Wednesday).
 
Some areas to consider: 1) if you have people in your buildings in offices, labs, etc. after 5 pm,
address safety concerns 2) if faculty need access to classrooms after 5 pm and have access to the
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building, will the classrooms they need be unlocked or accessible; 3) many faculty have courses in
buildings that don’t “belong” to their home college (Stadium, Clark, etc) and you’ll want your chairs
to make sure those classrooms are available or the faculty have other arrangements; 4) if you share
space with other colleges in buildings, discuss your mutual plans to keep open/restrict public access
during 8-5 and after.
