I believe that by exploring these 

small details we can see for ourselves the ways in which our actions serve to support our 

cultures willful ignorance.  In coming to know ourselves we can begin to make changes that can 

have larger effect on the world.  

I see my drawings as a critical examination of our society and our cultural American way 

of life.  It is intended to make the viewer consider how and why our society functions as it does.  

If we allow it, an attitude of growth and waste will become permanently ingrained in our culture. 

By questioning the motives for and the consequences of our actions I seek to bring attention to 

our cultural norms and to examine the influences we are having on future generations.
