These funds will be used for practices promoting
forest condition efforts (# 7 and # 9), remaining consistent with the Colorado State
Forest Service strategic direction and the goals established in the State Priority
Plan. If it is determined that we have adequate funding from the NFP grants for
WUI incentives, we will concentrate on FLEP # 7.

will not be achieved unless it is protected by a fence or where fencing as a “stand alone” component
will result in the natural regeneration of trees. Fencing not eligible for I & D work..

e Chemicals used must be Federally, State and locally registered, and be applied according to registered
uses, label directions and other federal or State policies and requirements.

e Prescribed burning will be performed in accordance with State and local laws and regulations.

e To receive cost-share for 666-6 infested trees must be removed. Check with local CSFS District for
timing of cutting.
