e  Plastic Bottle Reduction
o Rick Miranda passed along an inquiry from a Board of Governors member asking about a University-wide
ban on single use plastic water bottles.
=  The inquiry was specifically about plastic water/beverage bottles. Medical, laboratory, etc. would
be evaluated differently and was not part of the inquiry.
=  Mark Ritschard: The College of Engineering banned purchase of single use water bottles about a
year ago. Drastically reduced the amount of water bottles purchased. As a College, they are not
responsible for the purchase of Coca-Cola products in vending machines, this was just relating to
purchases specifically from the college.
= Mary Liang: There has been lots of student interest in plastic bans on campus. A recent effort
investigated aluminum cans over plastic bottles in vending machines. Students were mainly
concerned about costs associated with changes.
= Kenneth: ASCSU recently heard from R Cup, which is a company that uses reusable products for
events/gamedays and then washes the products for recycling.
= During the meeting, a vote was held to determine next steps. Decided that PSC would host a
working session with subject matter experts on campus.
