We tied the record for highest maximum daily 

temperature on September 26th of 90 ˚F. This 

record was initially set in 2001

We broke the record for monthly average 

maximum daily temperature (83.5 ˚F). The 

previous record was 83.4 ˚F (2021). We set this 

record despite only two days over 90 degrees.

We nearly set a new record for warmest 

September with an average temperature of 67.0 

˚F. The record from 2015 is 67.1 ˚F
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Feature Story: Prolonged Warmth

Typically, temperatures cool considerably from the 

beginning to the end of September. The average 

daily temperature goes from 68 ˚F on September 

1st to 57 ˚F on September 30th

Not so this year. The average daily temperature 

anomaly in the final week of September was +8.9 

˚F, which would be about average for the first 

week of the month

The season will catch up with us eventually. The 

average daily temperature on October 31st is 45 

˚F, and the average low is 31 ˚F. The time to blow
