Overall:
Define the public health issue. Then support.

e lay out each premise clearly
e provide evidence for each premise
e draw a clear connection to the conclusion

Background:
The premise defines the evidence, or the reasons, that exist for supporting your policy change.

Support:
Bridging the gap with intermediate steps
A policy ..”includes intermediate steps that show how the premises lead incrementally to that

conclusion.”! [bold emphasis added]

**lmportant to remove any evidence that does not logically support your proposed policy — no matter
how interesting!**
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
