Program Notes 
Concerto grosso in G minor, op. 6, no. 8.  In addition to being one of the few concerti grossi that has entered the con-
temporary orchestra’s standard repertoire, the Concerto grosso in G minor, op. 6, no. 8 by Corelli serves as both 
an exemplar of the compositional style of this prolific composer and an example to modern audiences of forms 
that served in the development of the solo concerto.  The strong sense of tension and release achieved by chains 
of dissonant suspensions resolving into consonant harmonies, coupled with the stark dynamic contrast achieved 
by alternation of a group of three soloists (called the concertato) with the remainder of the ensemble (called the 
ripieno), aid in the creation of a work of great vitality.  Corelli labeled this work as Fatto per la notte di Natale, 
roughly translated as “made for Christmas eve,” and the somber and pious quality of the opening sections of the 
work translate well into an expression of the spiritual nature of the liturgical celebration of the sacred holiday. 
 
Sinfonia no. 9  The interesting discovery about Mendelssohn’s twelve string symphonies is they were written as 
compositional studies between his 12 and 14 years of age.  His composition teacher, Zelter, found that his young 
student responded with a prolific amount of literature.  Had the young Mendelssohn followed his early course of 
production, he may have been listed as one of the top three or four giants of  music composition along with Bach, 
Beethoven and Brahms.  Happy, light and carefree are words that characterize nearly all of Mendelssohn’s music. 
 
The title of Dream causes one to wonder about the message a composer might wish to communicate. Which came 
first, the chicken or the egg?  Did Cadima first write this piece then find the title, or did he name the piece, Dream, 
then, write music to describe the thought?  We may never know the answer to these questions. 
The medium of solo trombone, harp and strings may be a bit out of character, however, the composer’s skill gives 
charm and credence to this novel composition.  The audience may imagine the following as this work is being per-
formed: falling asleep, peaceful moments, vertigo, being chased and trying to escape.  Finally, an abrupt wakening. 
 
Cast in three sections, Peasant Dances contrasts a graceful waltz-like dance with two vigorous and energetic outer 
movements.  Strong melodies and bold harmonies are set forth in a very dynamic rhythmic and Peasant style. 

Performer Biography 

A native of Scotland, G. Murray Oliver received degrees from the Royal Northern College of Music in Man-
chester, England and the Eastman School of Music in Rochester, N.Y. Murray has studied trombone with 
Chris Houlding, Rob Burtenshaw, Rob Holliday, Mark Kellogg and Ralph Sauer and conducting with Clark 
Rundell, Baldur Bronnimann, Donald Hunsberger, Brad Lubman and Christopher Seaman. 
 
Murray has performed with diverse performing organizations ranging from principal positions held with 
Lakeland Opera and the Missouri Symphony Orchestra to appearances with Opera Fort Collins, Cheyenne 
Symphony, Art Garfunkel, Martha Reeves, Ed Thigpen and The Shangri-Las. As a chamber musician, Murray 
has appeared with the Missouri Symphony Orchestra Brass Quintet, Alarm Will Sound and the Odyssey 
Chamber Players. Murray has appeared in concert and as a recitalist throughout the U.K., France, Belgium, 
Germany, Sweden, Denmark, Holland and much of the U.S. 
 
Murray is currently Special Assistant Professor of Music at Colorado State University where his duties include 
teaching music appreciation and serving as undergraduate advisor. He has previously taught on the faculty of 
the University of Missouri-Columbia where his duties included teaching trombone, euphonium, and conduct-
ing the opera program.
