The resolution charges the com-
mittee to “seek a satisfactory solu-
tion to this very difficult question
of athletic fees and intercollegiate
athletics.” The new proposal is
scheduled to be presented for ap-
proval at the next regular board
meeting in October.

The student leaders who have op
posed an $8 - per - quarter manda-
tory athletic fee increase responded
cautiously to the Ag Board’s resolu-
tion.  In a memorandum to the
board members, the students of the
Committee to Oppose the Athletic
Fee Increase (COAFI) said they
would “be happy to discuss the fee
situation with the State Board re-
presentatives” but they said“COA-
FI must require that it name the
student representatives.”

The memorandum said, “Since
the members of COAFI are legiti-
mate representatives of virtually
the entire student body, it is essen-
tial that they approve the students

Pat Clisham, ASCSU director
of Professor Evaluation, an.
nounced Tuesday that copies of
the 1969 Course and Professor
Evaluation are now available to
faculty members.

member for the booklet. “The
reason faculty will be charged
for each professor evaluation
booklet,” stated Clisham, “is be-
cause the booklet is funded with
student fees and it would be un-
fair to’the CSU student body to
have to bear the entire cost of
this booklet which is utilized by
both students and faculty.”

Certain issues face us as Matriculators at Colorado Smte
University that tend to be emasculated by diddling with the
State Board or the administration. The State Board'’s $8 man-
date is only one way in which they feel a cosmic obligation to in-
sure that their bourgeois machine runs by running our lives as
well. Read Day’s Reach editorial of yeiterday for all the ways in
which this institution is programmed to program all the imagina-
tion, all the consciousness, all the fiery hope (. . . we were young
and twenty, and would never die . . ."” Thos. Wolfe, Qf Time and
the River] out of us by calling our 'moraliry the ethos of a

“communist conspiracy.”

When we discover that the environment whose classical defini-
tion is the “arena of ideas” means a stultified, textbook educa-
tion (the choice of those books being subjective and thereby the
immutable “truths” within those books being subjective also),
when conformity to the “‘tried and true” standards of individual-
ity is the easiest way to survive here, then we can discover, too,
that the reasons the university has become an archaic and useless
institution lie beyond this place.

It becomes apparent that it is in the interests of the State
Board and its peers to rigidfy all institutions because all institu-
tions have become vital to the United States War Machine. The
rhetoric here is explicit because it connotes the mechanical, alien-
ating, hopeless and terrible condition of humanity at war. It con-
notes the computerized nature of the minds of the men that
hand down directives in the name of ethics, of a neo-Nazi elitism
that points to “Americans” as super beings. In an interview on
the East coast last winter, Dow Chemical President Doane said
that he didn’t need any revenue from napaim to keep his com-
pany alive, but he kept it all up because he'd do anything to keep
“our boys” alive. (This is a subjective and very accurate para-
phrase of the entire text of the interview).

This points to the dilemma of the need_for right and moral
action  We can see that this country’s interests are rotten; in the

name of capitalism we have become * . . . a 24-hr. rescue squad
on call to anywhere on the globe . . ."” (Eldridge Cleaver, Soul Un

e). A moral consciousness directs us to combat mechanized
ascism . . . by any means necessary.
A means with some potential comes out of the culmre of

outh, with the mystical and concrete definitions of that culture.

With the development of consciousness into an understanding of
the nature of racism, imperialism, and oppression, we create life-
styles and the products of our own hands and minds to band to-

gether, to find out our positions, how to live, how to o show soli-
darity with the people under severe oppression, how to end op-

Last Friday - 9/26/69- there
was a police riot in and around
Lineoln Park. Why did hap-
pen? What exactly happened?
Why was it a police riot?

Friday night there was a dance
at Lincoln Park to celebrate the
fact that the Chicanos on the
West Side had decided to change
the name of Lincoln Park to Azt-
lan Park. There were several '
hundred young Chicanos there,
dancing and having a good time.
There were also several members
of the Black Berets, a Chicano
youth organization dedicated to
the protection of La Raza, who
['were there to stop any fights or
trouble that might break out.

About 10:30 pm there was a
minor auto accident. Since it
was right by the dance, a small
crowd of curious onlookers ga-
thered to see what was going on.
The pig that responded to the ac-
cident immediately called for
more pigs. Some Black Berets
started to push the crowd back,

but by this time, several carloads
of pigs had arrived, They singled
out the Black Berets and four
pigs gave Black Beret Ronnie
Alfreda a severe beating. The
rest of the pigs attacked cther
Berets and anyone else that was
around. The pigs made a mistake
though; there were only 20 or 30
of them and the brothers kicked

the ———— out of them. It
didn’t take long for more pigs
to arrive, along with the pig cop-
ter. By this time, the pigs had

all their riot gear on and began
clubbing, macing and tear gassing
anybody they could get their
hands on. They also began shoot-
ing their 12 gauge riot guns. The
brothers and sisters then spread
out into the neighborhood, and
were chaged by the pigs who
were still clubbing, macing and
tear gassing.

The people regrouped and be-
gan a protest march down Mari-
posa. The pigs immediately
broke this up and the people

+ UNIVERSITY FAILS TO ACT ON PROMISES'
'TO BSA'& UMAS

Last spring, the Black Stu-
dent Alliance and the Mexican-
American Committee for Equal-
ity (MACE) presented a list of
demands to the CSU admin-
istration. These demands cen-
tered around the idea that CSU
is a racist institution, not meet-
ing the needs of the black and
brown students on campus and
around the state. The demands

offered solutions to the pro-
blem of racism as it exists here
at CSU. So far, little has been
done on the part of the admin-
istration towards ending racism
at CSU.

During the summer, represen-
tatives from BSA and UMAS
(United Mexican-American Stu-
dents, formerly called MACE)
recruited over 300 students of
which only about 200 have
been admitted to CSU fall quar-
ter. Approximately 150 stu-

dents were lost due to changes
in CSU admission requirements.
Commenting on the coopera-
tion received from the Office
of Financial Aid i recruiting

minority students, Paul Cham-
bers said, “The people in that
office are incompetent. The
administration of the office is
awful, always losing materials,
not sending the correct infor-
mation or mailing the wrong
stuff.”

During the spring the CSU
administration promised to hire
more minority faculty mem-
bers, administrators,and a black
counselor. Qualified minority
teachers were contacted by Paul
Chambers and Art Levy who
made séveral trips to univer-
sities this summer. One pro-
spective minority teacher, Mr.
Eton R. Wilson Jr., who has a
B.S. and M.A. and has worked
as Director of Physical Educa-
tion at the Detroit, Michigan
YMCA and Director of Student
Activities at Fisk University,
received this reply from Dean
of Students Burns B. Crook-
ston, “Although we do not at
the moment have an opening,
we do expect that there will be

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MINUS 8 PROGRESS CONTINUES

As an estimated 6,000 students
showed their support for the Mi-
nus 8 campaign at registration,
plans were being made by the
Colorado State University’s Com-
mittee Opposed to the Athletic
Fee Increase (COAFI) to extend
their campalgn to legislative and
legal fronts.

COAFI scheduled a press con-
ference with Gov. Love and
members of COAFI attending
last Monday. Another meeting
is to take place early in October
between COAFI members and
the Colorado State Senate major-

. ity leader, Senator Armstrong.

COAFI is seeking legislative help
to restrain the university from
collecting the $8 a quarter fee
increase resulting from the ath-
letic deficit.

A lawsuit against the State
Board of Agriculture filed by
COAFI will be heard in Fort
Collins District Court on Octo-

Student Senate would have ap-

proximately 95 members.

The new Senate Code is the
result of dehberanons by a
joint committee composed of
six students and six faculty
members. The new Senates,
designed to provide a greater
voice for students in the af-
fairs of the University and to
provide for more interaction
between faculty and students
in University government, re-
place a former University Sen-
ate composed largely of tenur-
ed faculty and an All-Student
Council composed of represen-
tatives elected from schools
and living districts.

The division of responsi- -
bilities between Senates fofllow:

The Fnculty Senate and its
committees are involved with
matters considered to be of
exclusively faculty concern.
The committees: cooperation
among institutions of higher
learning; cooperation with jun-
ior colleagues; faculty rights,
privileges, and responsibilities;
research; tenure and related
problems; and scholarly publi-
cations.

Membershnp on these com-
mittees is exclusively faculty
except for a graduate student
on the scholarly publications
committee,

The Student Senate and its
. committees are involved with
matters to be of exclusively
student concern.

The committees: elections;
finance and auditing; health;
off-campus housing; student
court; student publications;
student rights, privileges and re-
sponsibilities; and student u--
nion activities.

Membership is either entirely
students or predominantly stu-
dents with other members ap-
pointed by the Student Execu-
tive Committee, except for the
off-campus housing committee
which includes as members the
Dean of Student Affairs and
the Dean of Foreign Students.

The University Senate and
its committees are involved
with matters considered to be
of mutual faculty and student
concern. The committees: cal-

ber 15. The suit charges the
State Board of Agriculture with
forcing students to purchase tick-
ets to athletic contests, negligent-
ly spending vast sums of CSU
students money to support CSU
Department of Intercollegiate
Athletics and with approving a
mandatory student fee to pay
part of the cost of financing the
football stadium construction,
without statutory authority for
the assessment of such a fee.

Jim Starr, member of COAFI
and ASCSU Vice-President of
Intercollegiate and Community
Affairs, indicated that an accur-
ate count of those withholding
their $8 will be made available
by the business office at the end

of this week. Starr stated, “I

am presently working on the fi-
gures involved if the administra-
tion decides to uphold their
threat of refusing admission win-
ter quarter for those withholding
their ‘$8. Considering the loss of
$134 per in-state student and

$436 per out-of-state student
and the loss in dormitory re-
venues, it seems impossible that
the university could continue'to
operate with this substantial de-
crease in revenue.” Starr com-
tinued, “I am very encouraged
by the amount of support that
Minus 8 has as indicated by the
cards turned in during registra-
tion.”

openings develop within the
next year.” The sentiment of
BSA towards the neglect on the
part of the administration in
hiring minority teachers is stat-
ed by Paul Chassbers as follows;
“We view the near absence of
black faculty members and ad-
ministrators as a reflection of
the racism at CSU. The uni-
[ versity’s explanation for a lily
white faculty, the alleged lack
of qualified black personnel,iis

very ludicrous and would ap-
pear representative of the uni-
versity’s outmoded attitude to-
‘ward blacks in general.”

The demand concerning the
need for an Afro-American Stu-
dies program has been neglected
by the administration as was
the demand for a Black Student
Union. “The umvemly 2 Chnm-
bers said, “has not acted on de-
mand nine (the need for a
Black Student Union) any more
than it has acted on the rest.
They read but do nothing, they
read but do not understand and
not even all have read the de-
mands. Crookston says ‘Wait
and see, I have an |den well,

I'll be gone by then - we'l
probably all be gone by the
time Crookston gets his ideas

put together.”

Concerning the minority stu-
dents who have been admitted
and cleared by the university,
the administration has taken
no steps to change its outdated
criterion for financial aids. Ma-
ny of the awards affered are
work-study and Manuel Ramos
states three problems involved
in this type of award: “1. The
work takes necessary study time

from the students 2. It takes
a month to get any money and

the university billing system
does not take this into account
and 3. There needs to be spec-
ial standards for these students,
the regular standards are not
applicable.”

+  Last spring, BSA and UMAS
presented the demands to the
administration with the faith
that they would be acted upon.
BSA and UMAS acted in a non-
violent manner, seeing the need
for constructive change within
the university and not destruc-

_tive. This fall there will be ac-

tions around the demands that

the university promised to meet
but has failed to act on. As
Paul Chambers sums it up, dis-
cussing his trip to Washington
with President Chamberlain and
Joe Angell, “The real purpose
of  this trip was to show CSU
can control the student lea-
ders..... There were lots of
‘Thank-you ’ ‘be non-wolent
