Performer’s Biographies

Dr. Stanley is Assistant Professor of Music at Colorado State University where
she teaches flute, chamber music, and music appreciation. In addition to her
teaching, she is second flute/piccolo in the Colorado Ballet Orchestra and can be
seen regularly with a wide variety of groups such as the Colorado Symphony Or-
chestra, Colorado Music Festival Orchestra and the Boulder Bach Festival.

She is a founding member and performer with the Sonora Chamber Ensemble
that regularly performs and commissions chamber music. She has commissioned
and premiered works from composers throughout the United States. Her first CD
of newly commissioned chamber music was released by Centaur Records in 2006.

Ms. Stanley has presented for the College Music Society Regional and
National conferences, given many solo and concerto performances, including a
performance of music of George Crumb for this 75th birthday celebration in
2004. She was featured in a concert of early music at the Berkeley Early Music
Festival, performed at the Back Door Music Festival, and a performer at the Na-
tional Flute Association Convention in Atlanta, GA. She has given many master-
classes throughout the U.S..

Michelle received a M.M and D.M.A in flute performance from the Uni-
versity of Colorado at Boulder and received a B.A. in Music from the University
of New Hampshire. She also attended Trinity College of Music in London where
she studied with Anne Cherry. Michelle was the President of the Colorado Flute
Association and program chair for the Association's annual Flute Celebration
from 2002-2004.

Via a diverse range of musical interests and an uncommon versatility,
Colin McAllister maintains an active petformance schedule throughout the
United States, Mexico and Europe. Originally from the small mountain town of
Chipita Park, Colorado, he now divides his time between San Diego and Mexico
City. His repertoire spans the gamut of historical periods and styles: from the late
fourteenth-century polyphony of the ars subtilior to recent modernist works. He is
especially active as an ensemble player and works regularly with many groups,
including NOISE (a new music sextet), the SpeakEasy ragtime duo, Delenda Est
Carthago, the Sonora Chamber Ensemble and Art of Elan.

A compassionate advocate for the contemporary repertoire, Colin has
premiered over fifty new works and has worked closely with many leading com-
posers. Recent performances include contemporary music festivals in Germany,
Mexico City, Los Angeles, San Francisco, Dallas and Chicago; jazz festivals in
Alaska, Hungary and the Netherlands; and visiting artist residencies at Colorado
College and the Obetlin Conservatory of Music. He has recorded for the Innova,
Albany, Old King Cole, Vienna Modern Masters, Carrier and Tzadik record la-
bels, and his transcriptions and compositions are published by Les Productions
d’Oz

Highlights for the 2010-2011 season include albus/ater (a solo tour fea-
turing works by Christopher Adler, Matthew Burtner and Giovanni da Palestrina),
the XVII Festival Hispanoamericano de Guitarra, concertos in Illinois and San
Diego, NOISE at the Festival Internacional Chihuahua, the Fifth SoundON Fes-
tival of Modern Music, a Colorado tour with the Sonora Chamber Ensemble, and
releases of new CDs by Christopher Burns, Peter Edwards and Stuart Saunders
Smith. Colin earned the Doctor of Musical Arts from the University of California,

San Diego in 2004.
