~tacked for winter burning, larger logs will be cut to firewood length and removed for firewood as 
"easible. Where not feasible (steep slopes, inaccessible areas) the logs will be scattered. 

Dollars will go directly to contracting Larimer County (LC) Emergency Services (ES) crews or
